UNIT OVERVIEW
In Everyday Choices kids will discover that their daily 

choices affect their lives and future in many ways.

CONNECTING FLIGHT FOCUS
This Connecting Flight uses a game, a craft, and a snack 

to help kids learn more about the land of Ireland.

LIFE VERSE
Choose for yourselves this day whom you will serve. . . . 
But as for me and my household, we will serve the Lord. 

(Joshua 24:15, NIV)
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SAY  Look around the room and find the words of our Life 

Verse. They’re not in order.

 When it’s your turn, you will start at the first verse sign 

and kick to the can to the other signs in verse order. Keep 

going until you have kicked the can all the way through 

the verse.

• Let each kid in turn kick his way through the verse. As he 
kicks, the rest of the kids read the verse signs in order.

• Option: Time the kids to see who is the fastest to complete 
the circuit. The competition shouldn’t be terribly intense 
since the can gives the game an element of randomness.

• If you have a large group, see the game option in 
the sidebar.

ASK  Did you enjoy playing Kick the Can? (Group response) 

Do you think you will be able to remember the Life Verse 

better because of this game? (yes)

Irish Foods Snack 
SAY  Playing Kick the Can has given me an appetite. Let’s have 

a snack of Irish foods. I think you’ll recognize this snack. 

It’s oatmeal cookies and milk.

• Help each kid use hand sanitizer or hand wipes to clean 
his hands.

• Lead the kids in praying for the snack.
• Then serve the oatmeal cookies and millk.

ASK  Why do you think oatmeal cookies are Irish? (Allow 

responses). Oatmeal is made from a plant called oats. Way 

back in history, in the time of the Celts (kelts), people in 

Ireland were raising and eating oats.

SAY  We’re drinking milk because milk is a favorite beverage in 

Ireland. (Allow responses).

Dismissal 
• Watch the time to dismiss for Landing. The Pilot may let 

you know when it is about time for Landing to begin.

SAY  Thanks for coming to this Connecting Flight! It’s been 

fun learning about Ireland, hasn’t it? Enjoy the rest of 

your trip and remember that you can make good everyday 

choices. 

• Dismiss kids appropriately.

If you have a large group, divide 
into four teams. Have each team 
stand with a sign. As all the kids 
read the first sign aloud, a kid at 
that sign will kick the can to the 
second sign. A kid there will kick 
the can to a kid at the third sign, 
who will kick the can to a kid at 
the fourth sign. Each time the 
verse is said, different kids kick 
the can.
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
